LPMN 2007 APPROVED ADVANCED TRAINING
General Approvals: All “Generally Approved Advanced Training” is approved if taken through “Generally Approved Sponsors.”

Training may include formal classes, lectures, workshops, guided walks, or other activities with specific learning objectives.  It must be relevant to the Texas eco-system, and courses relating to our local ecological region are preferable.  For instance, a lecture on “Flora of the Big Bend” would be acceptable; one on “Common Sparrows of Central Texas” would be preferable; a presentation on “Butterflies of Cost Rica” would not qualify.
Advance training should not be confused with volunteer work. Training regarding techniques for conducting plant surveys would qualify as advanced training. Actually conducting a plant survey is considered volunteer work. 

The topics listed as “Generally Approved Advanced Training” are not intended to be all-inclusive or limiting. If you identify an opportunity for advanced training that is not covered by this document, a request for approval should be submitted prior to attending the training..
